Narrative Give one example of how Faith Community Nursing made a difference (Continue on other side.)

Some days with a little help, all the pieces fall together. Received a call from a client who came home over the weekend who did not have any pain medication.  Because of the urgency,  I was able to leave immediately. When I arrived, the client was pacing and obviously in severe pain. First, I needed to assess her discharge instructions and decipher her exact needs.  The assessment was just finished, and home health arrived. Home health  was quickly given the information.  Patient was given routine meds, Tylenol< and a prescribed medication for anxiety.  Home Health placed calls to find help in getting the pain med as they had access to the computer system, and could see that RX had not been printed.  In the meantime, I made lunch for the patient, and got her to sit in the recliner and attempted to make her more comfortable.
Finally, we were able to have a physician write the Rx for the pain medication, which needed to be picked up at rehab and taken to the pharmacy. Due to the urgency and the intensity of the pain the patient was experiencing, I went to obtain the pain medication; meanwhile, the home health nurse finished her assessment with plans to return the next day for wound vac change.  I returned and found the patient resting as she had been up for 2 days.  I made sure she had something to eat and drink and gave her a pain pill and reviewed the instructions.  
As you can see there are times we use multiple resources to solve the problem.
