Narrative Give one example of how Faith Community Nursing made a difference (Continue on other side.)

One Sunday when doing B/P screenings, one of the congregants had an abnormal B/P.  She had been screened several times previously but had normal readings.  So, this reading was abnormal, we discussed the fact that one high reading does not necessarily mean hypertension.  However, she would need to have it rechecked.  She had a doctor’s appointment scheduled and it was checked there also running somewhat high.  She could tell her physician about her abnormal reading. With the extra information, available, she was started on medication.  Her B/P is now in the normal range.  In this case, the FCN could identify a concern and could encourage the client to follow-up; thus, getting her B/P quickly under control.  *** All those with abnormal blood pressures are currently under their PCP’s care and are being monitored.
