Narrative Give one example of how Faith Community Nursing made a difference (Continue on other side.) Sometimes going the extra mile makes a huge difference. This can effect more than the client; it can affect the family and caring members of the congregation. 
A congregational member, concerned about a teen who had missed two weeks of school, suggested to the teen and family that they talk to the FCN.  I was contacted by the congregational member and was told that the teen was having some health issues.  The teen had been to two different ER’s, and  received conflicting information from these sources.    The language of medicine is not always easily understood.  The teen’s PCP recommended that the teen should undergo an invasive test which was causing the teen to experience much anxiety.  An offer was made to accompany the teen for the invasive testing.   The FCN explained what it was, how it was done and the purpose of the test.  The teen wanted FCN’s presence during the procedure and was extremely grateful for her presence that distracted her from the discomfort.  Now, knowing the cause of her illness and gaining a better understanding, this teen has gained peace of mind as has her family
